American/Black Lives in Solano) Project aims to
raise awareness of the issues affecting the health
of babies in our community, and to take action to
improve rates of healthy birth in vulnerable
populations.

In
Solano County, Black babies are more than twice
as likely to die before their first birthday than
babies of other races.
